Ranger Core Requirements: First Aid, Cooking,
Communications, Emergency Preparedness, Land Navigation,
Leave No Trace, Wilderness Survival, and Conservation

Planned Ranger Elective Requirements:
Backpacking, Cave Exploring, Cycling/Mt Biking, Ecology,
Equestrian, First Aid, Fishing, Hunting, Lifesaver,
Mountaineering, Outdoor Living History, Physical Fitness,
Plants and Wildlife, Project COPE, SCUBA, Shooting Sports,
Watercraft, Winter Sports

Other topics: Working with Teenagers, Goal Setting,
Expedition Planning, Venture Program and Awards
